2nd June 1798 Patent extended for a further 14 years. Patent. Locks marked | (or J) Bramah with or
without crown, but with address 14 or 124 Piccadilly.

Prior to 1805 the key ‘bit’ faces a smooth expanse of
1805 metal. After 1805 the ‘bit" is directly opposite one of
the several slofs.

1814 Joseph Bramah died.

1837- 1841 A new partner joined the Company and the name
was chanyged to Bramah and Robinson.

The Bramah lock controversy. Great Exhibifion af
1851 Crystal Palace. Bramah & Co was still at
124 Piccadilly London.

1875 Needs & Co patent lock makers, 128 Piccadilly. Locks probably marked J T Needs & Co.128 Piccadilly.

Company owned by J T Needs & Co and held Royal

1901 Warrants from Queen Victoria and King Edward VII. Locks marked J T Needs & Co 100 New Bond Street
The works were in Deering Street. In 1901 the Company (Late J Bramah124 Piccadilly)
was bought by Whitfield Safe & Lock Company.

1919 Locks marked with 32 Old Bond Street

1934 Incorporated as Bramah Manufacturing Co Ltd and
name then changed to Bramah'’s Ltd
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Bramah’s Ltd purchased by J R Bramah & Co Ltd and .
1966 [regomed Bramah Security Equipment Ltd its name 7 Guard Mechanism Current.
oday.

1987 Hornchurch in Essex, where a complete manufacturing Patent. Locks marked | (or J) Bramah with or
plant was set up.
